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ZHEN-QING CHEN NAMED IMS FELLOW 
 
Zhen-Qing Chen, Professor, University of Washington, was named Fellow of the Institute of 
Mathematical Statistics (IMS). The induction ceremony took place July 30, 2007 at the IMS 
Annual Meeting in Salt Lake City, Utah, USA. 
 
Professor Chen received the award for research on Dirichlet form approach to Markov processes, 
reflected Brownian motion, stable processes, and for editorial services for the IMS affiliated 
journals. 
 
Each Fellow nominee is assessed by a committee of his/her peers for the award. In 2007, after 
reviewing 48 nominations, 23 were selected for Fellowship. Created in 1933, the Institute of 
Mathematical Statistics is a member organization which fosters the development and 
dissemination of the theory and applications of statistics and probability. The IMS has 4500 
active members throughout the world. Approximately 5% of the current IMS membership has 
earned the status of fellowship. 
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
